Guidelines and Mechanics

l. INTRODUCTION

The Department of Science and Technology — Philippine Nuclear Research Institute (DOST-PNRI) will
Spearhead the celebration of the 46% Atomic Energy Week (AEW) on 10-14 December 2018, The celebration
will focus on enhancing public awareness on breakthroughs in nuclear research, beneficial uses of nuclear
science and technology, advances in radiation technology, and safety in undertaking activities involving
radioactive materials. In line with these, PNRI will hold the 2018 Philippine Nuclear Science Quiz {PNSQY).

PNSQ is a national quiz bee competition, which provides an avenue to enhance Filipino students’ awareness
and appreciation of the nuclear science and technology field and its potential role in uplifting the quality of
living in the country. The Regional Level Competit
November 2018 while the National Level Competition will be held on 13 December 2018 at the PNRI
Compound, Commonwealth Ave,, Dlliman, Quezan City. This activity is envisioned to be a vehicle in providing
an unbiased vlew on huclear science and technology,

I. OBJECTIVE

The PNSQ aims to promote and sustain awareness and undarstanding on nuclear science and technoiogy
and its beneficial applications among junior high school students, >

. PARTICIPATION
1. The competition is open to all public and private secondary schools in the Phifippines,

2. The competition is divided into two levels ~ (1) Regional Level and (2) National Level. The fop two
teams of each region in the Regional Levet are qualified to compete in the National Level. Each
qualifyirg team will receive a one-time allowance amounting to five thousand only (Phi £,000), which
will only be given upon the arrival of the team at the venus of the National Level Cormnpetition.
Additlonally, a subsidy for travel expenses (economy airfare ar bus fare) will be given to teams who will
come from provinces outside Greater Manila Area {l.e. Mesiro Manila, Batangas, Bulacan, Cavite,
Laguna and Pampanga).

4. Each participating school shall form a team of two {2) junior high school {(Grade 7 ~ 10) students and
an official coach. The team members should be officially enrolled to the schaol they are representing.
The tearn should be officially endorsed by the Schoo! Principal/Head. A schaol with only one student
representative will NOT be accepted in the competition,
5. Pariicipants must be willing {with parenis’/guardians® consent) to travel to the PNSQ venue if they
quaiify to the National Level Competition.




8. In the event that a raglstered student representative and/or the coach has/have o be replaced by
another represeniative and/or coach for some valld reasons, the participating team should duly inform
the PNSQ commlites at least one (1) week before the schedule of the compstition. The PNSQ
committes reserves the right for the approval of such replacement. Once approved, the participating
team will be natified by the PNSQ committee of the appraval. The replacement will also be announced
through the PNSQ Facehook page to inform the other participating teams.

7. A confirmation e-mail will be sent to each team who have successfully registered to PNSQ 2018. The
list of successful registrants will be posted at the officlal PNSQ website :
and PNSQ Facebook Page one week after the regisiration deadline.

Participating schaols should submit thelr completed registration form on or before the deadiine of
registration for the reglonal dluster they belong to, Incomplete registration will nullify the participation of the
school. No walk-in parficipant would be allowed during the conduct of the exam at any regional cluster,

The Reglonal Lavel Competition will be a writfen examination, with both team members answering the
questions togethet. The questions will cover various topiss oh nuclear sclfence and technology which Includes
radlatien and radieactivity, atomic and nuclear structure, nuclear and radiation technology, nuclear power,
radiation protection, nuclear safety and regufations, and current nuclear-related events.

The written examination will be composed of fifty {50) mulliple-choice questions to be answared within one
(1) hour, Not following instructions will Invalidate the pait of the examination where the viclation oceurred.
The use of calculators will be allowed during the examination.

Although the exam is taken in regional clusters, the top two (2) scorers in the written examination for each
region will still be declared as qualifiers for the National Leveal Competition. In case of a tie in the 2 siot
for & region, tie-breaking questions will be asked until one of the teams gains advantage over the other
team/s, it is expected that there will be a fotal of 84 teams (i.e. 17 regions; 2 tearn winners each) who will
be competing in the National Leval,

In the event the 34 teams will not be completed, wildeard participant/s will be selected by peooling and
ranking the scores of the teams from all regions who did not quallfy for the Natianal Level. At most three
(3) wildcard participants shall be selected from the top scorers.

The final st of qualifiars for the National Level shall be nofified via email and their names posted through
the PNSQ website (hitp: i and PNSQ Facehook Page en November 16, 2018.
Qualifiers should confirm their participation to the National Level within 5 DAYS from the receipt of
notification. Otherwise, thelr slotfs will be given to the next in rank for their region or as in Clause IV.A7
in case there ars no remaining participating school for that particular reglon,

If the number of qualifying teams for the natlonal level is only fiftesn (15) or below, additional wildeard
participant/s will be selected from the pooled tehm scores unti the number of quallfying teams becomes
sixtesn (16) teams.

National Level

The National Leval competition shall be held on December 13, 2018 at the PNRI compound In Dliman
Quezon City. A tota) of 34 teams are expected to compete at this level.

The questions in PNSQ will cover various topicsion nuclear sciencs and technology which indudes radiation
and radioactivity, atomic and nuclear structure, 'nuclear and radiation technology, nuclear Power, tadlation
protection, nuclear safety and regulations, and curent nuclear-related events, The use of calculators will be
allowed during the compattion,

The National Level competition is divided into three rounds — (1) elimination round (2) semi-final round and
{3) final round, A "power Up” stage shall be held prior o the finai round, The "power up” stage is designed to
prepare competing teams in the playing fisld of the final round,

Elimination Round

1. Allnationa) level-qualifying teams shalltake a50-item written exam and a practical exam in the Efimination
round. Teams will answer the written exam within an hour only. The mechanics for the practical exam will
be announced AFTER the written exam.

2. Scores for the written and praciical exams wjll be pooled and the top fifteen (15) teams will advancs to
the Semi Final Round.

3. In case of a fie for the Iast slot, a tie-breaker round will be played where the contendlng teams will be
asked randomiy-selectad questions worth one point each untl the tie is broken,

Seml-Final Round

1. The Semifinal Round is a staged quiz showwitha quizmaster reading tha questions, Each feam shall be
brovided with boards where they are to write thelr answers,

2. Tha gufzmaster will read questions covering the same topics as in Clause IV.B.2. Beforg reading the
question, the quizmaster wi specify the type of question (multiple: chaics, identification or computation),
the aliotied time for answering, and the carresponding points to be earned by the team.

3. A total of thirly (30) questions categerized as Easy, Average and Difficult, shall be asked in this round.
Each question will be read twice.

4. Comect answers will mesit one (1) polnt, three (3) points and five (5) points for Easy, Average and Difficutt
questions respectively. Incomect answer shall not merit polnts nor deductions.

5. The teams shall display thelr answers only at the cue of the quizmaster.

6. The resulis of the Quiz will be tabulated on a scorebaard and on a score sheet. The five {5} teams with
the highest aceumulated scores will advance into the fina! round,

7. In case of 2 fie for the last slot, a fie-breaker round will be played whers the contending teams will be
asked randomly-selected questions worth ane paint each until the tie is broken,




“Power Up Stage
1. Inpreparation for the Final Round, the top five {5) teams from the Seml final round shall undergo a "powsr

up” stage. In this stags, feams answer a set of questions to get*Power Ups”.

There will be two Kinds of power-ups — (1) Jump and (2) Fortitude

A “Jump"” power up allows a feam to advance twe staps in the final raund while a *Fortitude” power up
pravents the team from gaing back one step In the event that thelr answer in one of the questions in the
final round is incorrect.

The style of this stage will be similar to the Semi-Final Round with the quizmaster reading the questions
and the teams answering on boards.

Tha first feam 1o get thres (3) correct answers will be awarded one Jump powsr-up and one Fortitude
power-up. The next team to get three (3) correct answers will be awardad one power tp of thair choice
(Jump or Foriitude). In case of a fie, tie-breaking questions will be asked until a winner is determined,

A challenge to a question should be addressed to the board of judges only. The challenge should he given
before the next question is asked, The judges will confer and decide whether the challenge Is valld or not,
The judges' decision is final and irevacable. All other questions/challenge ralsed after the next question
was asked will NOT be entertained.

Final Round
1. The Final Round s composed of a playing field with ten (10) steps for each of the five teams.
2, Allteams shall stand at the starfing line at the beginning of this round.

A total of 25 questions shall be asked i this round. A quiz mastsr shall read the guestions fwice and
toams write their answers on boards provided.

Each comrect answer will allow a team to take one step forward. A wrong answer however, will cause a
team to take one step back except for those who are still at the starting point. A feam can choose not to
give ar;answer for which Instance, they wil rémain in place.

A team possessing a power-up rnay use It, as applicable, untll the 7th step. No team ean use any power-
up after the 7th step.

The first team to reach their last step (1 Oth) will be declared the winner. The next two teams nearest to
the finish line will taks second and third place.

in the event that no team has reached the 10th step after 25 questions, the team nearest to the finish lina
willbe declared the winner. The next nearest will be declared second-and the third nearest will be declared
third pface,

In case, of a tie In any of the top five (5} slots, tie-breaker questions will bs asked where the contending
teams will be asked randomly-selected questions worth one step each uniil the tis is broken,

A challenge to a question should be addressed to the board of judges only. The challenge should be given
hefore the next question is asked. The judgesiwill confer and decide whether the challenge is valid or not.
The judges’ decision s final and imevacable, All other queslions/challenga raised after the next question
was asked will NOT be entertained,
